· explore the physics of quantum black holes at the Large Hadron Collider.
· benefit from an excellent theory-experiment research environment at Sussex and within the NExT Institute.
· benefit from a novel training and research programme at the NExT Institute involving graduate courses at the theory-experiment frontier, joint/shared supervision, annual workshops and a final graduate conference. 
· receive current UK/EU fees plus a yearly stipend of £13,290 (this figure is valid for 09/10).
· receive research training support of £1,200 per year for eg. travel.
